Memorial Day 

Mother’s Day is a holiday 
honoring motherhood that is ob-
served in different forms 
throughout the world. In the 
United States, Mother’s Day 
2020 occurs on Sunday, May 10. 
The American incarnation of 
Mother’s Day was created by 
Anna Jarvis in 1908 and became 
an official U.S. holiday in 1914. 
Jarvis would later denounce the 
holiday’s commercialization and 
spent the latter part of her life 
trying to remove it from the cal-
endar. While dates and celebra-
tions vary, Mother’s Day tradi-
tionally involves presenting 
moms with flowers, cards and 
other gifts. 
History of Mother’s Day  
Celebrations of mothers and 
motherhood can be traced back 
to the ancient Greeks and Ro-
mans, who held festivals in hon-
or of the mother goddesses Rhea 
and Cybele, but the clearest 
modern precedent for Mother’s 
Day is the early Christian festival 
known as “Mothering Sunday.” 
Once a major tradition in the 
United Kingdom and parts of 
Europe, this celebration fell on 
the fourth Sunday in Lent and 
was originally seen as a time 
when the faithful would return to 
their “mother church”—the main 
church in the vicinity of their 
home—for a special service. 
Over time the Mothering Sunday 
tradition shifted into a more sec-
ular holiday, and children would 
present their mothers with flow-
ers and other tokens of apprecia-
tion. This custom eventually fad-
ed in popularity before merging 
with the American Mother’s Day 
in the 1930s and 1940s.

That date 
commemorates when Fa-
ther Miguel Hidalgo y 
CosƟlla called the people of 
Mexico to rise up against 
Spanish rule in 1810, 52 
years before the event that 
Cinco de Mayo celebrates 
took place.

Victory                            In 
1862, a conƟngent of Mexi-
can soldiers led by General 
Ignacio Zaragoza defeated 
a larger, beƩer equipped, 
and beƩer trained French 
military force. This baƩle 
took place in the city of 
Puebla at the Fort of Gua-
dalupe. Zaragoza com-
manded a force of some 
4000 soldiers, as well as 
some local indigenous Za-
potecs and Mixtecs who 
joined in the fight, possibly 
armed only with machetes. 
They faced a French force 
of about double that size. 
The victory was short-lived, 
as the French went on to 
capture both Puebla and 
Mexico City by the follow-
ing month. However, the 
May 5th victory was sym-
bolic  and provided a mo-
rale boost that inspired 
Mexican pride and unity.

The History of Memorial Day 
Originally called Decoration Day, from the early tradition 
of decorating graves with flowers, wreaths and flags, Me-
morial Day is a day for remembrance of those who have 
died in service to our country. It was first widely observed 
on May 30, 1868 to commemorate the sacrifices of Civil 
War soldiers, by proclamation of Gen. John A. Logan of 
the Grand Army of the Republic, an organization of for-
mer Union sailors and soldiers. 
During that first national commemoration, former Union 
Gen. and sitting Ohio Congressman James Garfield made 
a speech at Arlington National Cemetery, after which 
5,000 participants helped to decorate the graves of the 
more than 20,000 Union and Confederate soldiers who 
were buried there. 
This event was inspired by local observances of the day 
that had taken place in several towns throughout America 
in the three years after the Civil War. In 1873, New York 
was the first state to designate Memorial Day as a legal 
holiday. By the late 1800s, many more cities and commu-
nities observed Memorial Day, and several states had de-
clared it a legal holiday. After World War I, it became an 
occasion for honoring those who died in all of America’s 
wars and was then more widely 
established as a national holi-
day throughout the United 
States.  
When Is Memorial Day? 
In 1971, Congress passed the 
Uniform Monday Holiday Act and established that Me-
morial Day was to be commemorated on the last Monday 
of May. Several southern states, however, officially com-
memorate an additional, separate day for honoring the 
Confederate war dead, sometimes referred to as a Confed-
erate Memorial Day: January 19 in Texas; third Monday 
in Jan. in Arkansas; fourth Monday in Apr. in Alabama 
and Mississippi; April 26 in Florida and Georgia; May 10 
in North and South Carolina; last Monday in May in Vir-
ginia; and June 3 in Louisiana and Tennessee. 
Memorial Day is commemorated at Arlington National 
Cemetery each year with a ceremony in which a small 
American flag is placed on each grave. Traditionally, the 
President or Vice President lays a wreath at the Tomb of 
the Unknown Soldier. About 5,000 people attend the cer-
emony annually.
